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LOCAL CONTRACTOR STARTS NEW YEAR 

WITH £22M NEW ORDERS

Hall Construction Services Ltd, based in Co. Durham, has started the New Year with new orders valued at £22m.

Locally, the company has recently won a number of contracts and is about to start on site with Phase 1 of the public realm works at RiversideOne, Middlehaven, Middlesbrough for developers BioRegional Quintain  The design and build contract, valued at £4m, will transform the area around the new Middlesbrough College, Bridge Street East, Dock Street and the Clock Tower Square by providing new public spaces with distinctive paving, public art pieces, planted pergolas, seating and arbours.

The largest  contract is for the reclamation of an old tip in Riddochhill, near Livingstone, West Lothian which involves the treatment of old colliery workings and the excavation and removal of material to provide a development platform for a new industrial park. The scheme, valued at £12m, is for Riddochhill Development Co Ltd – a joint venture company between Hall Construction and Waystone Ltd.

Hall Construction will also shortly commence on its second contract, worth £3.7m , for Priority Sites to  design and build a new office development of 27,500 sq ft in 3 terraced blocks on a former industrial site at Upper Steenbergs Yard, Ouseburn, Newcastle upon Tyne.

Already on site is a new design and build industrial project in Consett, Co Durham for Northern Trust Co Ltd. The scheme will provide 14 new industrial units of 60,000 sq ft at 

No 1 Industrial Estate and is valued at £2.6m.
